Implementacija Entry/Exit sistema, omogucava evidentiranje, pracenje i izralun tafnog
vremena ulaska i izlaska iz Sengen zone, ukoliko se automatski kalkulator unutar ovih
informatickih sistema kalibrira na nacin koji daje vecu preciznost obraduna vremena provedenog
na teritoriji Europske unije, zbog ¢ega predlazemo da se ova funkcionalnost iskoristi kako bi se
boravak profesionalnih vozaca na teritoriji EU obracunavao u satima umjesto u danima — tj.

SUBJECT: Continued active engagement in resolving the issue of limited stay of drivers in the
European Union and delays at border crossings — request

Dear Presidents,

Following the initiative of the WB6 CIF Member Chambers' presidents regarding the resolution
of limited stay of drivers in the territory of the European Union issue, and the response received
from the European Commission, likewise considering the substantial impact of this issue on the
increasingly difficult functioning of supply chains in and through the European Union, we call
upon you to use the authority and influence of your chambers before your respective competent
authorities, to ensure their active engagement and communication with representatives of EU
institutions and bodies in addressing this increasingly pressing issue.

Specifically, the European Union, through Regulation (EU) 610/2013, amended the concept of
"short-term stay" from Regulation (EC) No. 810/2009 (Visa Code), redefining the previous rule
of "three months in any six-month period” with the rule of "90 days in any 180-day period."
Instead of using the unit “month,” this introduced the more precise unit of time — “day.”
However, due to multiple entries and exits from the EU territory, professional drivers are unable
to make full use of the defined 90 days, as each entry—whether it involves a stay of several

hours or even just one hour—is recorded as a full day.

The implementation of the Entry/Exit System enables the recording, monitoring, and calculation
of the exact time of entry and exit from the Schengen area. If the internal automatic calculator
within this system were calibrated to allow for a more accurate calculation of time spent in the
EU territory, this functionality could be used to calculate the stay of professional drivers in hours
rather than days —i.e., 90 days x 24 hours = 2,160 hours.

The continuous delays and prolonged waiting times at border crossings with the European Union
require an equally strong approach, attention, and engagement with the representatives of EU
institutions and bodies, as well as representatives of neighboring EU member states. We
therefore also urge you to take active steps with your respective authorities and institutions on
this issue as well.
